
Objective:
 To help low-income homeowners make their homes green and energy-
efficient in the most economical fashion.  Enterprise understands that many 
homeowners of all financial means are  concerned with the environment, but 
don’t have the fiscal capacity to make many expensive changes. 
Therefore Enterprise is offering to install the  following items in your home for 
free if your family meets specific economic criteria set by the federal 
government.

Green Grant Program

Your home will be inspected to determine which of the following items 
would be the most energy-efficient for it.  Then from that evaluation, you 
will be able to choose 1 of the following:

a. Photovoltaic Panels: solar panels generate energy from the sun and can 
result in energy savings from 30-80% depending on your roof and house 
orientation.

b. Tankless Water Heater: provides hot water exclusively on demand.

c. Ceiling & Under Floor Insulation: includes an attic fan or vent.
 
Items b & c both provide up to 40% energy improvement in homes.

3. The property must be located in one of the following unincorporated 

areas of Los Angeles County: East Los Angeles, Belvedere, City Terrace 
or Eastmont.

AGREEMENT FOR INSTALLATION OF ENERGY SAVING IMPROVEMENTS 
 

 
      This Agreement is dated     , between Enterprise Home 

Ownership Partners, Inc., a California non-profit corporation (“EHOP”) and the 

undersigned Owner/Customer (“Owner”).  

 

      EHOP, by and through an affiliated entity, Enterprise Community Partners, Inc., is 

the recipient of grant funds from               , which funds are to be used to 

pay for parts and labor for the installation of energy saving improvements on qualified 

homes for homeowners whose annual income does not exceed eight percent (80%) of the 

Adjusted Median Income (“AMI”) for the Los Angeles Metropolitan Area, as determined 

by the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) 

(hereinafter, the “Green Grant Program”). 

 
 Owners owns a home (the “Property”), located at     , Los 

Angeles, California and resides at the Property as his/her principal residence.  Owner has 

applied for a “Green Grant” from EHOP for the installation of energy saving 

improvements, and has qualified pursuant to EHOP’s Green Grant Program for a grant in 

the amount of $   .

 In consideration of EHOP’s agreement to apply the Green Grant funds to the 

installation of the improvements described above, Owner agrees as follows: 



1. Owner shall use         as 

the Contractor to install the improvements, and shall execute such documents as 

necessary to document the hiring of the Contractor and the installation of the 

improvements.  Owner shall receive in Owner’s name any and all warranties 

related to the installation of the improvements.  

2. EHOP shall process Contractor payments, including obtaining lien releases, and 

assure that the work is performed according to the contract.  

3. Owner agrees, represents and warrants that once the improvements are installed, 

they shall become permanent fixtures attached to the realty and as such the 

improvements (a) shall not be removed by Owner; (b) will be part of the 

Owners’ home; and (c) will be transferred with the home upon any eventual 

sale.  

4. Owner hereby irrevocably assigns to EHOP any and all proceeds from any 

rebates offered or provided by any utility company or other entity, including but 

not limited to the Los Angeles Department of Water and Power, as well as any 

and all benefits or incentives offered by and entity, including any tax credits 

which may be claimed by Owner. Owner hereby waives any and all claim to 

any and all such proceeds, rebates or tax credits.  Owner agrees to cooperate 

with EHOP and sign any documents or agreements needed by EHOP to obtain 

any such rebates, tax credits or other benefits provided by any entity.  

5. EHOP shall use the proceeds received from any rebate, tax credit, or other 

benefits for the purpose of replenishing and expanding the Green Grant Program 

so that other homeowners may also benefit from energy saving improvements.   

6. Owner hereby waives any and all claims which Owner may have against EHOP 

and/or Enterprise Community Partners, Inc., arising out of, or in connection 

with, the installation, maintenance or existence of the above-described 

improvements on the Property.  Owner covenants and agrees not to sue EHOP 

and/or Enterprise Community Partners, Inc., as a result of any such claims, and 

further agrees that Owner’s sole recourse for redress of any such claims shall be 

against the Contractor, pursuant to the terms of the Contract.
